He is the main spokesman for the Institute (with some 5,500 media interviews,
lectures and public appearances. He has personally led the fieldwork (in Canada
and abroad) for explorations of the Canadian black markets in tobacco. firearms
and alcohol, on terrorist groups, and in other hazardous situations. Authored
such reports as Other People's Wars: A Review of Overseas Terrorism in
Canada, Sin- Tax Failure: The Market in Contraband Tobacco and Public Safety,
and Misfire: The Black Market and Gun Control.

Has written hundreds of magazine articles, papers, book reviews and op-ed
columns. Is also the main writer for Institute studies. Contributed material to the
Encyclopedia of World Terrorism, the Soviet Military Review Annual, and to other
studies on terrorism and organized crime.
